
The Central Africa Inter-State Pesticides 
Committee (CPAC) is a sub-regional inter-state 
body in charge of pesticide registration. It com-

prises 3 experts/representatives from each CEMAC 
Member State, as well as representatives of the 
CEMAC Commission, IAPSC-AU, FAO and WHO. 

The major objective of CPAC is the sanitation of agri-
cultural production for the preservation of the environ-
ment and the health of local consumers, as well as to 
enhance the competitivity of local agro products on 
the international market.
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The CPAC head office is situated within the premises of the IAPSC-AU in Yaounde, 
Cameroon. This enables CPAC to benefit from the scientific and technical environ-
ment of this specialized organ of the African Union which is in charge of the phytosa-
nitary policy of the continent. The head office may be transferred to any other CEMAC 
member country, on the decision of the competent authority of CEMAC.
